Before you read...

P> This week, we are returning to the book of Acts, where we were
reading before Easter. Remember, the apostles had been
preaching the good news about Jesus in Jerusalem even though
they faced many difficult things like prison and even the death
of Stephen.

P The apostles are starting to go out, away from Jerusalem to
share the good news. We read about Philip and the Ethiopian.
In this unit, we will read about Peter’s journeys.

P> This week, we will read about how the Holy Spirit gave Peter the
power to perform miracles so that more people could be part of
Jesus’ church.

' Read Acts 9:32-35

P> What city did Peter travel to?

P> What did Peter do for Aenas?

P> Verse 35 says that all the people who saw the healed man
turned to the Lord. Why do you think they worshiped God
instead of Peter? (This is a deep thinking question!)

Before you read...
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part of Jesus’ church. Yesterday,
we read that Peter healed a
man named Aenas in Lydda.
Peter healed Aenas by the
power of Jesus Christ, not by his
own power.

P> This week, we are reading about how the Holy Spirit gave Peter
the power to perform miracles so that more people could be
part of Jesus’ church.

P> Yesterday, we read that a disciple named Tabitha/Dorcas, who

always did good, got sick and died in a fown called Joppa.
(Find it on yesterday’s map.)

P> How did the widows feel?

P> Why do you think they showed Peter the clothing that
Tabitha/Dorcas made?

P> This week, we are reading about how the Holy Spirit gave Peter
the power to perform miracles so that more people could be
part of Jesus’ church.

P> Yesterday, we read that the widows (the friends of Tabitha/
Dorcas) were very sad about Tabitha/Dorcas’ death and
showed Peter all the good work she did before she died.

P List the 3 things Peter did when he was in the room with
Tabitha/Dorcas.

P> What happened to Tabitha/Dorcas?

P> How was Peter able to do this for her?

Before you read...

P> This week, we are reading about how the Holy Spirit gave Peter
the power to perform miracles so that more people could be
part of Jesus’ church.

P> Yesterday, we read that Peter prayed and told Tabitha to get
up and she came back to life! The power of the Holy Spirit in
Peter was able to raise her from the dead! Peter always wanted
people to know that it was God'’s power that performed the
miracles and through God’s power we can all be saved.

Before you read...

P> This week, we will continue reading about Peter’s journeys to
share the good news about Jesus. So far, the apostles have been
sharing about Jesus with only Jewish people. We have learned
about God'’s people using the names Israelites and Jewish. It is
important to remember that God had many laws for His people
to set them apart from others. Those laws included things they
could and could not eat. The laws also instructed them to stay
away from people who did not follow God, called Gentiles. The
man we will read about today, Cornelius, is a Gentile.

P> After Jesus died and rose again, God'’s people no longer needed
to follow His laws from the Old Testament because Jesus was the
perfect sacrifice.

‘ Read Acts [0:1-8

P> What does verse 2 say that Cornelius does regularly?

P> What did the angel of the Lord tell Cornelius to do?

P Cornelius obeyed the angel right away! How would you
respond if an angel came and gave you instructions?

Tuesday

Before you read...

P> This week, we are reading about another time when Peter shared
the good news about Jesus. So far, Peter had only shared about
Jesus with the Jews, God’s people. In Acts 10, God helps Peter learn
that He wants ALL people to know about Jesus. Yesterday, we read
that a man named Cornelius, a Gentile (not one of God’s people),
had a vision from an angel. The angel told Cornelius to send men
to Joppa to bring Peter to his house. Today, we will read what Peter
was doing while Cornelius had the vision from the angel.

Read Acte [0:9-16
Challenge: read all the way to verse 26

P> What happened to Peter when he was waiting for his meal to
be prepared?

P> What did God tell Peter to do? What was Peter’s response?

P Peter had followed God’s laws about what he could eat his
whole life. Now God was telling Peter he could eat anything.
Tell about a time when a rule changed for you.
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Session 2
Wednesday

Before youread...

P So far, Peter had only shared about Jesus with the Jews, God’s
people. In Acts 10, God helps Peter learn that He wants ALL
people to know about Jesus. Yesterday, we read that Peter had
a vision where God told Peter three times that he could eat
any animal instead of following the Old Testament laws. Peter
wondered about the meaning of the vision as Cornelius’ men
arrived where Peter was staying. After that, Peter traveled with
the men to Cornelius’ house.

' Read Acts [0:27-33

P> Inverse 28, what does Peter say God had shown him?

P> What does Cornelius say they are all ready to do? (verse 33)

P God had a special plan for Peter to go and speak to Cornelius
and his relatives and friends about Jesus. Even still today, God
calls people to go to other places to tell people about Jesus. Can
you name a missionary who has traveled to a different place to
tell others about Jesus?

Before you read...

’ This week, we are reading about another time when Peter
shared the good news about Jesus. So far, Peter had only shared
about Jesus with the Jews, God’s people. In Acts 10, God helps
Peter learn that He wants ALL people to know about Jesus.

P Yesterday, we read that God showed Peter that no man or
person is impure or unclean. God wanted Peter to share about
Jesus to all people! Cornelius and his guests were ready to listen
to what Peter had to say.

P> Today, we will read Peter’s speech where he shares the gospel
with Cornelius and his guests.

Read Acts 10:34-38
Challenge: read through verse 43

P> Inverse 34, Peter says, “God does not show

P> Who does God accept?

P> Verses 34 and 35 are a very important message. Again, what
kind of people does God accept?

Before you read...

P Yesterday, we read that God does not show favoritism. He
accepts ALL people who fear him and do what is right. This
means any person who believes in Jesus and repents of their sin
is accepted by God!! Today, we will read what happens to this
group of Gentiles at Cornelius’ home.

' Read Acte 10:44-48

P> Who came on all the people that heard Peter’s message?

P> What did the people in Cornelius’ home do after the
Holy Spirit came?

P Do you remember what happened right after the Holy Spirit
came upon the disciples? Look back at Acts 2 to see if it is the
same thing that happened to the people in Cornelius’ home.

Then Peter began to speak: “| now realize how true it is that God does not show favoritism but
accepts from every nation the one who fears him and does what is right. Acts 10:34-35. (NIV)

P> Last week, we read about when the Holy Spirit led Peter to share
the good news of Jesus with some Gentiles, people who were not
Jewish. God wants ALL people to know about Jesus.

’ This week, we will read that some of the other apostles and
followers of Jesus were not sure if Gentiles should get to hear
about Jesus. They thought the good news was just for the Jews.
Peter helps them understand that is not true. Some of what we
read will be a recount of what we read in Acts 10, but it is always
good to read it again. If God put it in the Bible twice, it must be
important enough for us to read it twice.

P> What did the apostles and believers do to Peter when he went
back to Jerusalem?

P> What did Peter explain to these men?

P> This week, we are reading that some of the other apostles and
followers of Jesus were not sure if Gentiles should get to hear
about Jesus.

P> Yesterday, we read that the Holy Spirit came upon the Gentiles as
they heard from Peter and believed in Jesus. Once the apostles
heard this from Peter, they had no objections and praised God for
the new believers. Today, we will read about what happened to
some other apostles who were scattered after Stephen’s death.
We read about Stephen’s death in Acts 7 in our last unit.

' Read Aects 11:19-24

P> Who had the believers mentioned in verse 19 been telling the
good news to?

P> What did Barnabas find when he arrived in Antioch?

P> Twice it says a great number of people believed and turned to
the Lord. How many people do you think became believers?

Before you read...

This week, we are reading from 1 Corinthians 12 where the
author, Paul, tells us that even though we are many different
people with many different gifts, we are ALL part of God'’s
church and worship the ONE true God. Yesterday, we read
that there are many different gifts, kinds of service, and kinds
of work, but the same God, Lord, and Spirit. God is above all!

Before you read...

Yesterday, we read that God arranged all the parts of our
body in a very unique way and we need all of them to live
the life He designed for us to live. None of the parts are more
important than the other parts.

Today’s passage continues this same message about how all
parts of the body are important. Paul is saying this because he
wants us to know that all people in the church are important,
too, no matter what they look like or what their gifts are.

Read | Corinthiang [2:21-26

Paul says that the eye cannot say it does not need the hand. How
do your eyes and hands work together?

Our skin and our heart need different kinds of care. We can wash
our hands, but not our heart. Can you think of an example of how
different people in the church need different kinds of care?

Before youread...

Yesterday, we read that different parts of our body need
different kinds of care. In the same way, different people in
the church need different things. Some people need food
or shelter. Other people need someone to comfort them
when they are sad.

In today’s final passage, Paul reminds us again, that ALL
people have different gifts, given by the Spirit, that are
needed in God’s Church.
